Assessments Methods 
The assessment strategy is designed to 
ensure that learning outcomes are achieved 
and that students develop their knowledge 
and skills. Independent learning is embedded 
within the programme and students develop a 
depth of understanding via synthesis,  
critical analysis and evaluation. Assessments 
are through coursework and examination 
with the majority of modules being assessed 
by coursework only. A mixture of formative 
and summative assessment is used. The 
course includes formative assessment and 
timely follow-up by tutors with good practice 
feedback to monitor student progress and 
also help the student to plan, practice and 
prepare for the summative assignments. 

Career Prospects 
BA (Hons) opens the door to a range of 
business-related positions across a broad 
range of industry sectors whether in City 
firms, multinational companies, specialist 
consultancies or small and medium-sized 
enterprises.
