Study Options
This HND programme is offered as a full-time 
study programme for two years as standard. 
This course is taught at our London campus 
with a flexible timetable structure. Whether 
you have work commitments or need to 
support a family while studying, our flexible 
learning options – daytime or evenings and 
Saturdays – are available to accommodate your 
work and personal commitments.

Teaching & Learning
Our Academic team have extensive industry 
and academic experience that enhances 
the delivery of the course allowing for 
practical application in today’s changing 
business climate. Lecturers will help 
students to obtain the necessary knowledge 
and skills to be positioned competitively 
when heading into employment. 

Assessments Methods 
To gain the HND each module must be 
successfully completed. Assessment is by a 
combination of coursework, assignments, 
projects or an examination. All assessments 
are externally verified by Pearson. Students will 
be expected to commit at least 150 notional 
hours towards completing the learning 
outcomes per unit. This usually consists of a 
combination of around 60% direct teaching 
time and around 40% independent study 
time (e.g. preparations for research and 
assessments, background reading, etc.). 

Career Prospects 
On successful completion of this 2 year course, 
students will have strong career prospects in 
diverse areas of business including: Business 
Managers, Human Resources, Finance, 
Marketing, PR and sales, and Secretarial and 
numerical clerks. On successful completion of 
the HND, there is an opportunity to complete a 
third year ‘Top-Up’ with us studying a level 6 BA 
(Hons) Business Management.
